Thank you for your interest in The Robert B. Miller College. This document will explain the
application and admissions process.

Application: You must complete the Miller College International Student Application.
Application Deadlines: Your application and ALL required materials must be completed and
submitted to the Student Services Office no later than the following deadlines:

Fall Semester: July 1st

Spring Semester: November 1st

Summer Semester: April 1st
Please allow approximately two weeks for your application and materials to be evaluated. You
will be contacted by letter once your materials have been evaluated. All documents submitted
to Miller College become property of the College and will not be returned to you at any
time.

Documents: The following documents must be submitted prior to consideration for admission:

1) A completed International Student Application

2) Official copies of your academic records (high school and college) translated to English by
an accredited service. These documents must be accompanied with an official record in the
original language. Translations must be literal and complete. World Education Services
(WES) brochures are available by request.

3) Proof of English Proficiency. You may show proficiency by submitting one of the following:

» Official copies of TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) scores minimum Internet-
based=61, Written=500, computer based=17
e IELTS (International English Language Testing System) score of at least 5.5
» Official copies of MELAB (Michigan Test of English Proficiency) scores-minimum score of
75
* Official transcripts from a regionally accredited U.S. college or university showing successful
completion of at least 30 transferable credit hours
* The Language Company Level 8 Completion Certificate
e Student is from a country where English is the official language
4) Proof of verification of health and medical insurance
5) Immunization records and proof of a negative TB test
6) Proof of support in the form of a letter from a parent, guardian, relative, or a sponsoring
agent
7) A bank statement certifying you have adequate funds for the cost of tuition, fees, and living
expenses for at least two academic semesters. All bank statements must be converted into
U.S. dollars and must arrive in a stamped and sealed envelope from the bank. Statements
cannot be older than 60 days. Faxed or emailed documents will not be accepted. All applicants
must certify they have sufficient resources to meet the total of educational and living expenses.
8) Upon arrival to the United States, you must provide a valid passport and 1-94 form.
